PURPOSE:

The purpose of this Operating Policy/Procedure (OP) is to set forth Angelo State University’s policies and procedures for the housing of students, including collections, advance payments and deposits.

Angelo State University recognizes an obligation to students to provide adequate housing and dining facilities at a reasonable cost. Housing is provided for men and women.

The residence hall program is an integral part of Angelo State University’s overall educational objective of providing the best possible environment for the mental, physical and emotional development of the students attending the institution. Residence hall living is an important part of University life.

REVIEW:


This OP will be reviewed in November of every year by the Vice President for Finance and Administration with recommended revisions presented to the President by December 1.
POLICY/PROCEDURE

1.
Housing students
a. 
Single undergraduate students with less than sixty (60) hours of college level work who enroll at ASU and carry a total of 12 or more semester credit hours at ASU and who do not live at the full-time established residence of their parent(s) are required to reside in University-owned or operated housing.  Requests to commute from a parental residence from a distance of more than 100 miles must have approval from the Office of Residence Life.  

b. 
On-campus housing for married students is not provided.
2.
Procedures

The following categories are eligible for an exemption to this policy upon making a written request to the Office of Residence Life:
a. 
students living within 100 miles of San Angelo, Texas, at the full-time established residence of a grandparent or sibling;
b. 
students who are at least 21 years of age prior to the beginning of the subsequent fall or spring semester;
c.  
students who have lived in University owned or operated  housing for four (4) continuous long semesters; or 
d.
students who have at least six months of active duty military service. 

e.
The student is married or has dependent children;

f.
the student presents sufficient evidence of an extreme financial hardship condition based on similar guidelines as for Financial Aid.

g.
the student has 60 or more earned semester credit hours of academic work before the beginning of the subsequent fall or spring semester;

h.
the student presents sufficient evidence of an extreme medical condition, as documented by his/her treating physician for which on-campus accommodations cannon be make; or

i.
the student presents sufficient and satisfactory evidence of extreme or unusual hardship that will be intensified by living in the residence halls.

Requests for exemption from the Housing Policy must be submitted along with all supporting documentation on or before August 1 for the fall semester or on or before December 15 for the spring semester.

The required forms for requesting exemptions from the Housing Policy may be obtained from the Office of Residence Life.  A University Housing Committee is available to review the decisions of the Office of Residence Life when an appeal is made by a student whose request for exemption has been denied.

A student who gives false information concerning housing will be subject to disciplinary action. Such action may include, but is not limited to: revocation of a previously approved exemption, restitution of up to a semester’s room and board fees, disciplinary probation, or suspension from the university.  A student found to be living off campus without approval from the Office of Residence Life will be notified through United States mail to move on campus.  If this is not accomplished within ten (10) class days, then the Director of Residence Life will initiate disciplinary action. 

Authorization for off-campus housing does not relieve the student of contractual obligations that may have been assumed with the University for housing in the residence halls.It is the responsibility of the student to update any incorrect information regarding place of residence with the Office of the Registrar.

3.
Room and Board Fees and Advance Payments


a.
Room and board fees are due and payable by the semester and will be billed by Student Accounts.  A payment plan is available.  Payments must be made by the scheduled due dates to avoid delays in registration or termination of the residence hall contract.  Additional remedies available to the university for non-payment of room and board fees include the withholding or the student’s transcript of grades, diploma, and other academic records.

b.
Students entering the residence halls for the fall semester are charged 60 percent of the academic year cost for fall and 40 percent for spring.  Students entering the residence halls for the first semester of occupancy in the spring are charged 50 percent of the academic year cost.
