Capture-Tag-Recapture
In order to estimate the number of deer in a particular region, rangers use the capture-tag-recapture method. During a 1-week period the rangers capture 21 deer, tag them, and then release them. They wait a month for the gagged deer to disperse proportionally through the herd, and then go out a second time. On the second 1-week period, the rangers capture 30 deer, 3 of which are tagged.  Use this information to approximate the total number of deer in the area.
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
