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Bridges to the Baccalaureate: Creating Pathways to Research Careers
The National Institutes of Health (NIH) support a limited number of funding opportunities to promote undergraduate research and education. The National Institute of General Medical Sciences’ Bridges to the Baccalaureate (R25) program is one such program. The goal of the NIH’s Bridges program is to increase the pool of underrepresented students from community colleges—transfer students—who complete bachelor’s degrees in fields related to the biomedical and behavioral sciences.
To meet the NIH’s goal, institutions that apply for this grant may create new courses, offer student support services, and provide mentored research experiences. The NIH expects each program to reach at least 15 students per year, and the program is designed to cover a five-year period.
