	Description of Activity


The student goes to the board and reads a passage about the history of the Mayans. In the passage all the numbers are in Mayan, the problem is to translate, using the proper formula, the Mayan numerals to Hindu-Arabic. Then plugging the numbers back into passage where they belong.

A few things that the student could do after the use of the board is to make up their own symbols and create a formula for their system. Also they would have more practice with multiplying two and three digit numbers.
