Monkey – ing Around

with Fractions & Decimals
Grade Level:  3

Objective: The student will match the decimal number with 

the corresponding fraction.

Directions for Lesson/Activity:
1. Hand each child a monkey with a decimal number on it.

2. Have each child match their decimal number (monkey)

     to the correct fraction (banana) on the tree.

3. If child matches correctly, put the monkey and banana in 

     the basket.  If a mis-match occurs, teacher will assist 

     in making the correct match.

This activity shows that children know the relationship

between decimals and fractions.

This is a follow up activity to reinforce a previously 

taught concept.

This activity works with a whole group or a small group.

Self checking is accomplished by looking on the back of each banana.

Extension Activities

1. Banana Bingo – Give each student a BINGO grid and have the 

    student choose nine decimals from a teacher made 

    list written on the board placing the decimal in any

    position in the grid they choose.  The teacher will

    have a set of fraction cards to call out.  This      

    activity is played by general BINGO rules.

2. The bulletin board can be used as center for individual, partner, or

      small group learning.

Additional Questions

1. Why do we sometimes use fractions and sometimes use decimals?

2. When do we use fractions and why?

3. When do we use decimals and why?

4. With a partner, choose a decimal and change it to a fraction.  

      “What number did you end up with?”

5. Suppose that a survey of students at an elementary school shows 

      that 2/3 of the student body likes apples.  Can you change the

      fraction 2/3 to a decimal?
