Description of Activity


Each student will spin each spinner as many times as it takes to get at least five different problems.  When each student lands on a problem, they will find that problem on their worksheet, then work the problem out.  Each student needs to draw a picture of how they got their answer.  Then, they will find the picture on the board and check to see if the got the right answer.  The correct drawing and answer are on the back of the beach pictures.  The students are encouraged to use the manipulatives to help solve each problem.  The manipulatives are located in the colored buckets on the bottom of the board.  

Extension Ideas


The teacher can have different spinners with harder problems on them as the class progresses.  Spinners with mixed numbers and improper fractions would be good to help the students.  The spinners can also be used to learn multiplication and division of fractions.  Students will be able to use the manipulatives to help learn these math concepts.
