Pizza To Go
	Math Content


This activity will introduce students on how much of a pizza they eat with a partner. The students will be allowed to choose a card that has the number of slices they will get from a pizza and then add up the number of slices that their partner and they get together. They will learn to understand what fraction of the pizza they have eaten and what fraction of the pizza remains. The students will also be able to learn how to subtract fractions by seeing how much more pizza they have than their partner.

	Description of Activity

The students will also add their slices with a partner and tell what the fraction of the slices of their partner and theirs is to the whole pizza.
	Extension Ideas


In addition to picking slices of pizza and knowing what the fraction of the slices is in relation to the whole pizza.  Students will also learn how to subtract equivalent fractions by using the pizza slices. They will also learn to add equivalent fractions by the use of the pizza slices as well.
