Angle Adventure

	Math Content


This bulletin board teaches what an angle is, different types of angles, and how to measure angles with a protractor.

	TEKS info


· GRADE LEVEL: 4th Grade

· STRAND: Angles, Measurement, and shapes.  The students can measure angles from zero degrees to 180 degrees and create shapes with the string by wrapping the string around the push pins.

· OBJECTIVE: B

The student is to know geometry and spatial reasoning.  They will use correct and formal geometry vocabulary and name the shapes and measure their angles.  

	Resources

	Description of Activity


The students are asked four different questions that are placed on six circles and are to choose one to work on.  They use the red yarn in the supplies slot to wrap around the pushpins placed by the letters with names on it.  Once they have their yarn wrapped around the pins, they will come up with an approximate measurement of the angle made using the protractor.  This will help you to answer the type of angle it is and if you are told to make a shape, what type of shape it is.  It challenges different aspects of angles and geometric shapes.  

	Extension Ideas


Geography: You could find the Bering of your destination.  For example, if you start at a certain point, and stretch your string straight up, you are heading north.  It will teach you directions on a map.  

Art: You can make up your own island and use different made up names, and color it however you want to.  You don’t necessarily have to make an island, just be creative and let your mind wander.
