	Description of Activity


A boat will be on the bulletin board with fishing poles and a riddle attached to the fishing poles.  Each riddle will go along with a particular shape that is posted on the bulletin board.  The student’s job is to understand the meaning of the shapes as well as what they look like.  When they figure out the riddle, they will place it on the shape they think goes with the riddle.  They can check themselves by looking on the back of the riddle and on the back of the shape.  There will be numbers on the back of each and if the numbers match up, then they are correct.  After they have done all of the riddles and did their “To Do” sheet, then they can sit down and take a quiz to make sure they learned their shapes effectively. 

	Extension Ideas


One extension idea is fill a bag with many objects of various shapes.  Have the children take turns picking out an object from the bag.  They decide if the object is square or not.  If the object isn’t a square, see if they can identify what shape it is.  Another idea is have children cut out a circle, a square, a triangle, and a rectangle.  Have them draw faces on each one.  Tape the shapes to popsicle sticks.  Write the names of each shape on the back.  Also, you can cut various shapes out of paper.  Hide the shapes around the room.  Let the children search for them.  As they find them, see if they can identify the shape of each one they find.
