	Description of Activity


Instructions:

1. Choose a season.

2. Pick a problem from the pocket for that season.

3. Read the problem.

4. Solve the problem by taking the appropriate symbols and signs for that problem from the box and place them in order on the Velcro strip.

5. Use the thermometer for that season to visualize the temperatures and to help you solve the problem.

6. Check your answers on the back of the problem.

7. Repeat step 1 until you are through all the seasons and all the problems.

(Come back later to finish if you run out of time.)

	Extension Ideas


The teacher can use any word problem dealing with temperatures, etc.  You can also have children show what temperatures might be typical in a certain season or country.  This can allow for combining subjects.

Convert from Fahrenheit to Celsius, add different word problems.  The teacher can create word problems that can be taken to the students' desk as an extension project.


Problem areas to address:  the size of the board (too much stuff, not enough room), using poster board versus construction paper on thermometers, how to hide the bottom of the sliding part of the thermometer, how to make the pockets, and ways to store numbers.
