	Description of Activity


The students will get an activity sheet out of the folder and read the directions. They are to put a “queen bee” with a number on it in the middle of the hive and then find all the number that number is divisible by. Those numbers are represented by the smaller bees and should be placed all around the hive. The answers will be on the back of the queen bee so that the students can check their answers. After they have finished the activities on the bulletin board, they can then do the activity sheet.  After they have finished the activity sheet, then students can then complete the assessment and turn it in to the teacher.

	Extension Ideas


There will be a different set of bees to do the activity backwards. They will put two bees on the hive (factors) and the put the “queen bee” (product) in the middle of the hive.
