	Description of Activity


	Students are going to play our version of the well known game show, “Wheel of Fortune.”  The students will take wedges from the bulletin board and decide whether the numbers on each of the wedges are prime or composite.  On the back side of the wedges will be a designated letter with a corresponding number slot, which numbered slot the letter is placed in on the board will be decided by the students answer to the big question:  Is this number prime or composite?  Once all of the answers are correct, the student will then have the solution to the riddle.
