	Description of Activity



Students will interact with the board by following directions to complete a concrete model that is part of a whole.  The students are given a choice of numbers below each illustration, one of which is the correct percentage represented by the picture.  They will place their choice on the board by the illustration.  There is a self-check with each illustration that involves the remaining choices in the baggie.  The self-check reinforces recognition of the concept of percent and provides the student with the correct answer.  

	Extension Ideas



The board has an extra pocket of hypothetical scenarios that highlight the use of percents.  Students are encouraged to explore these scenarios to further enrich their grasp of the percent concept.
