	Description of Activity


This board was designed to help children understand the concept of probability better. With the help of AL, the children will spin the wheel on the board and discover the different ways that probability is applied. For example, if you were to spin the circle and were asked what the probability is that you would land on purple, the answer would be 1 out of 4 since there are 4 optional colors on the circle and so on. It is a bright and colorful way to draw the child’s attention to a difficult mathematical concept.



	Extension Ideas


Some other ideas for understanding probability is sticking a certain number of objects in a box and then have the children reach into the box and pull out an item and then asking what the probability is that you would pull out that certain item. Depending on how many items you put into the box depends on the answer.
