	Description of Activity


In this activity the children are asked to pick six stars out of a pocket. They are then to line up the colors on different stripes of the flag. When they have drawn all six of the stars they are then supposed to answer the questions that are written on the stars at the beginning of the rows. After answering the questions they should turn the question stars over to see if their answers are correct. Even though probability is chance, they teacher can monitor the number and colors of the stars in the bag to insure that the students get the right answers. 



	Extension Ideas


This bulletin board can also be used in collaboration with a patriotic unit. The activity can be changed, still using the background and border. The children could create flags of their own to put on the board. They could also create their own math games to put on the board that could be shared with younger students or their peers.
