They will 

arrange the sets of animals in the petting area to find 

the probability of each set.  

	Extension Ideas


The animals can be switched, added, or taken away.  

Different items can be used like shirts and shorts.  The 

children can be given a multiplication problem (i.e. 

3 X 2) and asked to apply it to the counting principle, 

making up their own problems with the items of their 

choice.
