	Description of Activity


Description of activity: This second grade interactive math bulletin board consists of a 100s chart organized in such a way as to display patterns that can be recognized by using a framer to isolate four numbers. The student is encouraged to notice the addition of diagonal numbers and how they relate to other pair of opposite diagonal numbers within the framer. This is an excellent math activity that solidifies in the child's mind the different numbers that can be added to obtain the same sum. In order to raise the difficulty level, the patterns   can be extended beyond two digits and still maintain the same relationship.



	Extension Ideas


Extension ideas: Included on this board is a pattern pocket used as an extension of the main activity. The contents of the pocket are cards with numerous other patterns used to stimulate the student's thinking in relation to patterns. One other extension for this math activity is to have a friend cover any number he or she chooses, frame four numbers including the "secret" number and quiz a fellow classmate what number is covered. These extensions allow for more than one student to interact with the bulletin board at a time. This is a fun board to manipulate with a friend. 

The instructor will need a 100s numbers chart, hand made with poster board and markers. The numbers on the chart must be arranged:

0 1 2 3 4 5 6 7 8 9 10

1 2 3 4 5 6 7 8 9 10 11

2 3 4 5 6 7 8 9 10 11 12

A framer can be made out of construction paper or poster board and a package of sticky notes are used to cover up a number for quizzing. You may use any theme and decorate as elaborately as your pocketbook and time will allow. 
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
