	Description of Activity


The child will go up to the board and choose a problem they would like to do. They will take the envelope down and place the names and information into the grid. Then they will read the problem and the clues. They will use the dollar signs and coins to help find which person has what money. Coins mean it is not true and the dollars mean that it is true. They will put the dollars or coins on the grid to help them determine who has what money. Once they have determined the right answers, they will have an activity sheet where they have to match the right name with what amount of money that person has.
