	Description of Activity



This boy wants to go to the beach, but all of his supplies for the beach are spread out.  Each item is at a coordinate on the graph.  So when the boy is looking for his beach ball, the students have to tell where that beach ball is on the graph by stating it’s coordinates.  

	Extension Ideas



This particular graphing activity can be used in many other subjects.  For example, in Social Studies, the teacher can make a map of the United States, than have it copied on graph paper.  Asking questions such as, “What are the coordinates for Denver, Colorado?” still requires them to be able to find first the city, and then state the coordinates.  This is good for map skills because a teacher could also tell the students the coordinates, and they have to find what city is on them.  Drawing a picture out of lots of coordinates on graph paper is also a good extending activity.
