	Description of Activity


The students will come up to the board and select one card from each bag (bag A, bag B, and bag C).  Using the words on these cards they will arrange the three circles on the board to create a Venn diagram in which they will place the animals that fit in to each appropriate set.  After completing a set they can look on the key to see if all the animals are in the right places.
