	Resources


A combination of previewed bulletin boards and a collection of data received from a group member's mother who is a math teacher. 

 

 

	Description of Activity


The children will have a collection of animals that either  live on land only, in water only, or live both on land and in the water.  The board will have a Venn diagram that will show the habitats of the animals.  There will be a section that only includes land, a section that only includes water, and a section in between them that will include both land and water.  The children will decide which category each animal will be placed.  After they place each animal on the diagram they will answer questions pertaining to the information they placed on the board.

	Extension Ideas


The animals that were used for the bulletin board could later be used in a unit over animals and their habitats, or a lesson over animals that are endangered species and the ones that are not.

 

 

	Supplies Needed 

Construction Ideas


You will need a variety of colors of bulletin board paper to make the different habitats.  You will need one color for the land, one color for the water, and one for the sky.  You will also need a neutral color for dividing them into three sections.  Next you will need a coloring book of animals, make copies of the ones you intend to use.  You need to have at least three animals for each of your sections.  Color the                                                                      animals with bright colors.  Next place Velcro strips on the back of each animal and its match will be placed on the board.  You can cut the letters for the bulletin board title out of animal print construction paper to add to the theme.
