	Description of Activity


Students use the different sea animals, colors, and sizes to answer the questions about sets.  Using the question cards they will be asked to go fishing and put a certain type of sea friend into the net.  Without knowing it they are forming different sets by the different traits of the animals.



	Extension Ideas


         Science: You could use the bulletin board to teach the children about the different sea animals.

Geography:  The ocean approach could help the children discover that there are many different oceans with different names.

Social:  You could teach the children how the different animals rely on each other for survival.

Literature:  They could use the board to tell a story.  Also use synonyms for words like big and large.


Supplies Needed:  Velcro, glue, crayons, laminating paper, sea animals, decorations, net, felt.  It would have been easier to sew string into the net to bunch it up.
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
