	Description of Activity


 

The student will come up the board and get a worksheet out of the holder.  The student will then read the problems on the worksheet.  After reading the question the child will then get the first leaf with the same label and then put it on the branch. After the child has placed the first leaf on the branch the child will then find the second leaf and also put it on the branch.  At this time the child will do the following operation that is given for that problem and come up with the answer.  After the child has found the answer then they will write it on their paper.  Once you are done with that problem you will take the leaves off the branches and start a new problem.  The student will do this until they have completed the worksheet.
