· OBJECTIVE – The student will be able to model addition and subtraction problems on the bulletin board.

	Resources


Lesson plans, notes, resource room, computer lab

	Description of Activity


The students will read the problems on the activity sheet and model them on the bulletin board.  The students will use the frogs as manipulatives to work the problems.  For example: 2+3=5, the student will place two frogs on the board and add three frogs to equal five frogs.  They will model all of the addition and subtraction problems on the bulletin board that are on the activity sheet.  They will work on the multiplication and division problems at their desks.

	Extension Ideas


As an extension, the bulletin board could be divided into the four fundamental operations. Every operation(square) will tie in to the next operation in order.  For example: Addition 2 frogs+2 frogs=4 frogs. Those 4 frogs leap into subtraction 4 frogs-1 frog=3 frogs. Those 3 frogs leap into multiplication 3 frogs x 2 frogs=6 frogs. And those 6 frogs leap into division 6 frogs/3 frogs=2 frogs.    This will assess comprehension in the order of operations.
