Directions:  Use the bulletin board to help with the following multiplication and division problems.  Hint:  All buckets contain 4 apples.  

1.) Jim and Amy went to the apple orchard to pick a couple buckets of apples.  A bucket contains 4 apples.  If Jim picked 2 buckets and Amy picked 3 buckets, how many apples did they pick? 

2.) The apple orchard has 4 rows of apple trees with 5 apple trees in each row.  How many apple trees are there?  

3.) Jim and Amy have 12 apples amongst the two of them.  How many apples will each of the kids get to take home?

4.) A terrible windstorm blew through the apple orchard and a lot of apples fell on the ground.  Jim and Amy volunteered to help Farmer Ted pick up the apples that are on the ground and put them in buckets.  How many buckets will Jim and Amy need?  
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Bonus: For all of the hard work that Jim and Amy did for Farmer Ted, they got 2 and ½ buckets of apples to each take home.  How many apples will Jim and Amy each get?
