6. Sally has three shells. Lucy gave Sally four more shells. How many shells does Sally have?

7. Sally has three shells. Lucy has one shell. How many more shells does Sally hav than Lucy?

8. Joe has four shells in his pocket. He buys three more from Sally. How many shells does he have total?
