Guided Practice

	1. Creating a Photo Album


A. Click Insert from the menu bar.

B. Click Picture.

C. Click New Photo Album. 
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 In the Photo Album dialog box, you can choose to add pictures from your hard disk or a peripheral device such as a scanner or digital camera. To add a picture from a file or disk, do the following:

a. Under the Insert picture from, click File/Disk.

b. Locate the folder or disk that contains the picture you want to add to your photo album, click the picture or group of pictures and then click Insert.

c. To capture multiple pictures, click the first picture you want to insert, hold down the SHIFT key, and then click the last picture.

E. Make sure the Album Layout is set to Fit to Slide.

F. Click Create.

G. If you want to change or update the photo album after you have created it, choose Format from the menu bar and then click Photo Album.
Summary of Module 2

This module will introduce participants to setting timings, inserting background sounds and adding narration.

Guided Practice

	1. Set Timing.
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Click Slide Show from the menu bar.

B. Click Slide Transition. 
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Set the Advance Slide option to Automatically After, and then select the amount of wait time. * Keep in mind that the amount of time between slides can make the movie seem to be in slow motion or jerky.

D. Click Apply to All Slides.

	2. Adding Background Sounds.



A. Click Insert from the menu bar.

B. Click Movies and Sounds. 

C. Click Sound from Clip Organizer. 
D. Make the desired selection.

E. Double click to insert the sound.

F. Click the speaker icon to play the selection. * Keep in mind that the slide will stay on the screen until the sound finishes playing. Sound might work well for the title slide.

	3. Adding Narration.


A. Click Insert from the menu bar.

B. Click Movies and Sounds.

C. Click Record Sound to record your own sound.

D. Name the audio file.

E. Click the Record button. 
F. Record sound.

G. Click the Stop button.

H. Click the speaker icon to play the audio.
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
