· Nominations for the Secretary/Treasurer were taken.  Mary Eades was nominated, but withdrew her nomination.  Nancy Budewig was nominated.  Joyce Gammons made a motion to cease nominations and elect Nancy Budewig as Secretary/Treasurer.  Bradley Petty seconded the motion, there were no opposed.
