Staff Senate Meeting Minutes

I. Call to Order and Establishment of Quorum.

The meeting was called to order and quorum established at 3 pm by Flor Madero.

II. Approval of Previous Meeting’s Minutes.
The October 15th minutes were approved as distributed.  
III. Treasurer’s Report.

Dallas Swafford reported that the balance in the Staff Senate account still $1,116.30 as of November 19th.  Expenses included $183.70 for lunch at the Staff Senate Retreat in September.  
IV. Committee Reports.
The only committee that had met so far this year is the Health and Wellness Committee.  Lynsey Flage attended and stated that the committee is requesting a resolution in support of a Health/Wellness initiative on campus.  Lynsey is to e-mail a draft to Flor Madero, and she will then ask the senators to reply with a yes or no vote by e-mail.
V. Unfinished Business.
a. Smoking/Tobacco Policy
Flor Madero presented and read a resolution to the Staff Senate to support a smoking policy.  A minor amendment was made, and after some discussion, Aaron Carillo moved that the amended resolution be forwarded and Donald Boyd seconded the motion.  There was no opposition so the motion carried.  This item is considered finished business and will be removed from the agenda.
b. Staff Excellence Awards
Flor Madero will e-mail the four member sub-committee:  Jeane Irby, Clint Havins, Andrew Ruiz, and Aaron Carrillo will serve on the sub-committee, and they will work to select the recipients of the Staff Excellence Awards.  A luncheon with the nominees and the Staff Senate will be planned.

c. Service Awards for Part-Time Employees
Jesse Gomez reported that no more action has been taken.  The Staff Senate’s discussion on this issue has been forwarded to the Service Awards Committee.  He will keep the Senate updated on this matter.
d. Staff Salary Equity Study Update
Jesse Gomez presented this update to the Senate with a PowerPoint presentation.  Current plans are to communicate this study to university employees around the 1st part of December.

VI. New Business.
a. Staff Education Assistance Program for Summer.
Dallas Swafford reported that the subcommittee for new agenda items met talked with Dr. Maurice Fortin regarding this new agenda item.  He stated that the SEAP being offered in the summer was a “deal breaker”.  Therefore, at that time, the Staff Senate decided to request that the SEAP only be offered for the Fall and Spring semesters, and then come back later and ask for it to be extended to include summer semesters as well.  After some discussion, the Senate agreed that it was time to work on a recommendation to Mr. Jesse Gomez, Ms. Sharon Meyer, and Ms. Angie Wright that this program be extended to summer sessions.
b. Computer Access for Facilities Management Employees
Jody Casares reported that the subcommittee met and talked with Mr. Jesse Gomez, and Mr. Jay Halbert regarding this item.  Mr. Halbert was very accommodating and stated that computer and printer access can certainly be planned for in the new remodeling that will take place at Facilities Management.  Privacy issues will be taken into consideration and training for the employees will be addressed as well.  Mr. Gomez also offered assistant from the Human Resources Office on an individual basis should the employees need this assistance.
c. UAlert
Mr. Skip Bolding presented this program to the Senate.  This is a program to alert the ASU campus regarding any emergencies that may arise on campus:  weather related or otherwise.  He offered a chance for the Senators to sign up for a test that would take place on November 27th at 3:00 p.m.  He also stated that workshops would be held to introduce this program to the campus community.
