Scholarship

Academics and scholarship are some of the ideals upon which sorority life is based.  A student’s academic responsibilities should be her highest priority.  Angelo State University’s sororities provide support to the academic mission of the university by encouraging their members to attend study halls and to participate in other academic success programs.  Most importantly, sorority members encourage each other to maintain high academic standards.

Leadership and Involvement

Sorority life offers outstanding leadership opportunities and helps develop the leadership skills needed to be competitive in the job market.  Greek students obtain valuable experience through chapter management, day-to-day operations and community involvement.  Involvement outside the chapter is also encouraged.  More than 75 percent of ASU’s sorority members belong to other student organizations, church groups or volunteer their time to community service agencies in San Angelo.

Potential New Member Bill of Rights

· The Right to be treated as an individual. 

· The right to be fully informed about the recruitment process. 

· The right to ask questions and receive true objective answers from recruitment counselors and members. 

· The right to be treated with respect. 

· The right to be treated as a capable and mature person without being patronized. 

· The right to ask how and why and receive straight answers. 

· The right to have and express opinions to recruitment counselors. 

· The right to have inviolable confidentiality when sharing information with the recruitment counselors. 

· The right to make informed choices without undue pressure from others. 

· The right to be fully informed about the binding agreements implicit in the preference card signing. 

· The right to make one’s own choice and decision and accept full responsibility for the results for that decision. 

· The right to have a positive, safe and enriching recruitment and new member experience.

Helpful Hints

Formal Recruitment

The organized formal process of mutual selection between a prospective member and an active chapter: Panhellenic sororities participate in formal recruitment within the first few weeks of school in the fall semester. All recruitment events are alcohol free. 

Continuous Open Bidding (COB)

The opportunity for a chapter to invite prospective new members to join their sorority: Sororities may continuously open bid any time throughout the year except during the formal recruitment period, summer break and/or if they have reached quota.

Quota

Refers to the number each sorority may pledge during formal recruitment: Quota shall be determined by the number of potential new members accepting at least one invitation to the second round of invitational events, divided by the number of sororities participating in formal recruitment.

Silence

The period in which there will be no extended conversation with potential new members about recruitment by the sorority members and alumnae: This includes all references to sorority — verbal, written, printed or typed.  Silence is designated as the period of time from the beginning of preference card signing until Bid Day. 

Total

The number of active members a sorority may have at any given point in the semester: Total may be exceeded only during the formal recruitment process and is determined by the Panhellenic Council.  ASU’s total is 35.












Finances

Financial responsibility is crucial to every college student; it is no different in the Greek system. Many sorority women work their way through school and support themselves. Therefore, individual chapters offer responsible payment plans based on specific situations.

It is true that the first year is more expensive. This is because all of the one-time fees are administered during this time. Once you become an active member, your monthly bills will be considerably lower.

Fashion Tips for Formal Recruitment

Unless you are lucky enough to be fashionably sensible at all times, you might need a few hints on what to wear during your time with the sororities.  The ASU Panhellenic Council has many activities planned for you throughout the week.  The suggestions below will help you to be prepared for what is to come.  Remember to always wear your nametag to every event.

Round One: Sisterhood Night

During round one, you will visit both sororities for 45 minutes with a 10-minute break in between.  This event will be the sororities’ open house.  You will encounter a variety of aspects being presented by each sorority.  Tonight a sundress or slacks and a nice shirt will help you in making your first impression. 

Round Two: Philanthropy Night 

This is the night to let your creative juices flow.  Each sorority will have a special project to do for one of their favorite charities.  This is your chance to see the service branch of Greek life.  You may be sitting on the floor at times.  We recommend khakis and a nice shirt (if it’s hot, nice shorts are okay.)

Round Three: Preference Night 

This is the most important night.  Each event will be one hour long.  You will see the Greek women at their very best.  Each will be celebrating the last bond of friendship and sisterhood with you.  You will get a peek into the ritual side of the sororities.  A semiformal cocktail dress or pant-suit is perfect for tonight.

*Remember these are only suggestions.  The sorority women are looking for the REAL YOU!  Although we encourage you to dress appropriately and tastefully, don't feel pressured to look just like everyone else.  Let your personality and judgment guide you.*













Statement on Hazing

Angelo State University expects that all members of all recognized student organizations will observe and fully comply with Texas State Statutes on hazing.  In addition, all students are expected to adhere to regulations set forth by their respective (Inter) National Fraternities or Sororities, Interfraternity Council and university policies concerning practices commonly referred to as hazing.

Hazing means any intentional, knowing, or reckless act occurring on or off campus, by one person alone or acting with others, directed against a student, that endangers the mental or physical health or safety of a student for the purpose of pledging, being initiated, holding office in or maintaining membership in any organizations whose members are all students, or include students.
 
Students and the organizations to which they belong commit a criminal offense if they are involved in any form of hazing. This includes engaging in, soliciting, encouraging, directing, aiding or attempting to aid another in engaging in hazing; intentionally, knowingly or recklessly permitting hazing to occur; and having firsthand knowledge that hazing is going to occur or has occurred and knowingly failing to report this information in writing to the Dean of Student Life or other appropriate University official.  Hazing is punishable by fines ranging from $1,000 to $10,000 and confinement in jail may be assessed.  Organizations involved in hazing are subject to not less then $5,000 nor more than $10,000 except when the offense causes personal injury, property damage or other loss, and then the organization may be punished by a fine of not less than $5,000 nor more than double then amount lost or the expenses incurred because of such injury, damage, or loss. In addition, individuals and organizations involved in any form of hazing subject themselves to university discipline.

The above statement is a brief, factual summary of the Hazing Act and is not intended as a substitute for a legal interpretation of the act.  Copies of the complete act are available in the Center for Student Involvement.

It is important that each potential new member understands that if he/she is involved in hazing activities (is being hazed by others or participates in the hazing of another or others) then as a free individual participating in that activity, he/she may share responsibility for violation of these laws and university policy and could be held responsible along with the chapter and other individuals.
